1. Step 1 — Replacement of the batteries on the steering wheel - WARNING! Replacement
of batteries should be performed in the absence of children! The batteries are not
included in the set. Remove the screw of the lid of the battery compartment with a
screwdriver and set it aside. After that place 2 x AA 1.5 V batteries in the compartment,
make sure that you observe the respective polarity (+/-) when you place them, it is
indicated on the bottom of the compartment. Put the cover of the battery compartment
and secure it with the screw.
2.Step 2 - Installing the front wheels: Insert the front axle through the respective
openings of the steering column. Attach the front wheels to the axle. If needed, put some
washers on each side of the axle before fixing the wheels.
3. Step 3 - Installing of the steering support: Insert the steering support — the steering
column with the front wheels, through the respective opening at the lower front part of
the car body.
4. Step 4 - Installing the steering wheel: Place the steering wheel on the top of the steering
column. Secure it with a screw and nut. Do not overtighten in order not to brake any part!
5. Step 5 — Installing the anti-tumble shelf: Place the shelf in the respective place in the
back part of the car body. Secure it with the rear axle.
6. Step 6— Installing the rear wheels: Insert the rear wheels on each side of the rear axle. If
needed, put some washers on each side of the axle before fixing the wheels
